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Alan C. Lloyd has served as the President of the International Council on Clean Transportation since 2006. He is one of the founding members of the ICCT. The ICCT, sponsored by the William and Floral Hewlett Foundation, the Energy Foundation, and the ClimateWorks Foundation, has the goal of dramatically improve the environmental performance and efficiency of cars, trucks, buses and transportation systems in order to protect and improve public health, environment and quality of life. 

Dr. Lloyd served as the Secretary of the California Environmental Protection Agency. Appointed by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in December 2004.  Among other initiatives, he required a review of the “State of the Science” of the six Boards and Departments composing the Agency in order to ensure that it met the quality required for sound policy making. Oversaw a budget of $1.5 billion and 4,500 employees throughout California. The mission of the California Environmental Protection Agency is to ensure public health, environmental quality and economic vitality in the State of California. It is composed of the following boards, departments and offices: Air Resources Board, Department of Pesticide Regulation, Department of Toxic Substances Control, Integrated Waste Management Board, Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment, and the State Water Resources Control Board. 

As Secretary, Dr. Lloyd lead the Governor’s Climate Action Team (CAT) to develop a plan to implement the Governor’s aggressive Executive Order to reduce greenhouse gas emissions in California to 80% of 1990 levels. He chaired the California Greenhouse Gas Registry, was a member of the Oceans Protection Council, chaired the Environmental Justice Agency Working Group and was a co-chair of the Goods Movement Action Plan requested by Governor Schwarzenegger. Dr. Lloyd led the California Climate Change delegation at the United Nations Climate Convention in Montreal in 2005 and developed a Memorandum of Understanding in collaboration with Professor José Goldemberg to share experiences in reducing greenhouse gases in the states of São Paulo, Brazil, and California, United States.

Dr. Lloyd served as Chairman of the Air Resources Board, California Environmental Protection Agency, State of California.  Appointed by Governor Gray Davis in February 1999 and re-appointed by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in August 2004 before his appointment to Secretary. Oversaw a $150 million budget and a staff of nearly 1,000 employees located in northern and southern California. Implemented the Diesel Risk Reduction Plan by regulating emission reductions of diesel particulate from on and off road sources; successfully initiated and passed a plan to address Environmental Justice issues (a first for CARB) and presided over two reviews of the California Zero Emission Vehicle (ZEV) program. During his tenure CARB passed the first United States regulation to control green house gases from automobiles and light trucks (following the AB 1493 legislation). The Air Resources Board consists of eleven members appointed by the Governor with the consent of the Senate.  All members serve "at the pleasure of the Governor" on a part-time basis, except the Chairman, who serves full time.  The Board’s mission is to promote and protect public health, welfare and ecological resources through effective reduction of air pollutants while recognizing and considering effects on the economy.  The Board oversees all air pollution control efforts in California to attain and maintain health-based air quality standards.  In addition, the Board gives financial and technical help to 35 local districts establishing controls on industrial emissions.  The Board is also responsible for the prevention and control of air pollution from motor vehicle and consumer products, and the identification and control of toxic air contaminants.

 Dr. Lloyd has given many presentations to national and international audiences, focusing on the viable future of advanced technology and renewable fuels, with attention to the urban air quality challenges faced by California and to the impact on global climate change.  He is a major proponent of efficiency, alternate fuels, electric drive and fuel cell vehicles.  Dr. Lloyd has also authored many articles on alternative fuels and air pollution control technology, including fuel Cells and Air Quality:  A California Perspective; Electric Vehicles and Future Air Quality in Los Angeles; Air Quality Management in Lost Angeles:  Perspectives on Past and Future Emission Control Strategies; and Accelerating Mobile Source Emission Reductions: California's Experience and Recommendations to Developing Countries.

Prior to joining CARB, Dr. Lloyd was the Executive Director of the Energy and Environmental Engineering Center for the Desert Research Institute at the University and Community College System of Nevada, Reno, and the chief scientist at the South Coast Air Quality Management District from 1988 to 1996. 

Dr. Lloyd's work focuses on the viable future of advanced technology and renewable fuels, with attention to urban air quality issues and global climate change. He is a proponent of efficiency, alternate and renewable fuels, and electric drive and fuel cell vehicles eventually leading to a zero emissions transportation system. 

Dr. Lloyd earned both his B.S. in Chemistry and Ph.D. in Gas Kinetics at the University College of Wales, Aberystwyth, U.K.
