Utility Capacity Resource Plans from 2015 
On the S-1 Supply Forms, the Capacity Resource Accounting Tables (CRATS) all load serving entities (LSEs) estimated how much power in megawatts (MW) is needed to serve their annual peak-hour load, plus reserves and other obligations. LSEs also identified how much power will likely be available from various supply sources. 

All these filings help the Energy Commission fulfill its responsibility to assess current conditions, identify major statewide trends, and report on the progress of all publicly owned utilities to maintain resource adequacy. The forms and instructions for Electricity Resource Plans were adopted at the Energy Commission Business Meeting in December 2014 and are posted at http://docketpublic.energy.ca.gov/PublicDocuments/15-IEPR-02/TN203515_20150112T133439_Forms_and_Instructions_for_Submitting_Electricity_Resource_Plans.pdf 

A total of 21 long-term capacity supply plans through 2024 were submitted to the Energy Commission in support of the 2015 Integrated Energy Policy Report. These ten-year forecasts were provided by 15 publicly owned electric utilities, 3 investor-owned utilities, Marin Clean Energy (a Community Choice Aggregator), the California Department of Water Resources (CDWR), and by the Northern California Power Agency (NCPA) on behalf of 9 small publicly owned utilities and a rural electric cooperative in the NCPA Pool. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Year-ahead capacity supply plans were submitted in early 2015 by 26 small publicly owned LSEs that each have annual peak loads of less than 200 MW. These year-ahead capacity resource plans (along with data on two prior years) were provided by 22 small publicly owned electric utilities, 3 rural electric cooperatives, and 1 very small special district. 

Non-utility Electric Service Providers (ESPs) with peak loads larger than 200 MW submitted a capacity supply forecast through 2019. These five-year capacity resource plans (along with data on two prior years) were provided by 5 ESPs.
