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The California Energy Commission Appliance Efficiency Program staff will conduct a
public workshop to discuss the staff analyses of battery chargers and to seek comments
from interested parties regarding draft appliance efficiency standards for battery
chargers and lighting control regulations. These topics are to be considered as possible
amendments to the Appliance Efficiency Regulations (Title 20, California Code of
Regulations, Section 1601 through Section 1608).

The Energy Commission’s Efficiency Committee will oversee the work under this
rulemaking; Commissioner Karen Douglas is the Presiding Member of the Efficiency
Committee. Commissioners and their advisors may attend and participate in the
workshop. The public is invited to attend the workshop, which will be held on Thursday,
March 3, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. at the California Energy Commission.

Purpose

The purpose of this workshop is to provide industry, stakeholders, and the public the
opportunity to discuss draft amendments to the Appliance Efficiency Regulations
proposed for the following two kinds of products:

1. Battery Chargers
2. Lighting Controls



Energy Commission staff on February 22 will post a draft staff report and amendments
to the Appliance Efficiency Regulations for consideration at this workshop along with
Codes and Standards Enhancement (CASE) report, analyses, and comments received
from stakeholders in the past six months.

Appendix B of the draft staff report includes the model used to calculate cost and
energy savings and details the fourmulas and methodology used to analyze the
proposed standards. This analyses utilizes the CASE report stock and sales data,
compliance rates, design life, and duty cycle of the battery chargers. The model has
been provided to present a transparent approach to regulation to public for feedback.

Staff is also providing an excel spreadsheet version of the model to stakeholders for
their convenience. This model is accessible through the website at

After careful review, staff has altered some of the figures from the CASE report as
appropriate to fit staff's approach to energy consumption and savings and to reflect
preemption scenarios.

In addition, staff is seeking public comment on the potential benefits associated with
moving Title 24 lighting control standards into Title 20. Staff proposes to move lighting
control requirements for self-enclosed products into Title 20 to improve marketplace
compliance with lighting control design that ensures energy savings.
