1. CALIFORNIA CERTIFIED ENERGY RATING AND TESTING SERVICES (CalCERTS®). Possible approval to recertify CalCERTS® as a Home Energy Rating System provider for the 2005 Building Energy Efficiency Standards. 3. WESTERN INTERSTATE ENERGY BOARD. Possible approval of Contract 150‑06‑001 for $18,000 to renew the Energy Commission’s membership in the Western Interstate Energy Board (WIEB). WIEB consists of 12 Western states and three western Canadian provinces. 4. NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF STATE ENERGY OFFICIALS. Possible approval of Contract 400-06-004 for $19,390 for dues and meeting fees for the Energy Commission’s membership in the National Association of State Energy Officials from September 8, 2006, to June 30, 2007. 5. MARIN COUNTY CULTURAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT.
