Scope of Work

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to formalize the Energy Commission’s membership in the
United States Carbon Sequestration Council (USCSC). As a Group Member the California
Energy Commission will be able to participate in USCSC workshops, conferences, and other
meetings and receive the periodically issued USCSC publication, Sequestration News. In
addition the Energy Commission will also participate in USCSC business meetings which focus
on the development of the multi-year and annual strategic directions and work plans of the
USCSC, including identification and definition of the outreach and educational materials to be
developed by the USCSC (and their relative priority). The Energy Commission will work with the
USCSC staff to implement the developed strategies and achieve the outreach and education
goals of the USCSC.
