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Summary of Item

The California Public Resources Code establishes a process that allows cities or counties to adopt and enforce locally adopted energy standards that are more stringent than the statewide standards.  This process, described in Section 25402.1(h)(2) and the 2008 Building Energy Efficiency Standards, Title 24, Part 1, Section 10-106 (Standards), allow cities or counties to adopt new versions of the Standards before their statewide effective date (early adoption), require additional energy efficiency measures, or set more stringent energy budgets.  The governing body is required to make a determination that the standards are cost effective and adopt the findings at a public meeting.  The city or county is required to file this determination of cost effectiveness with the California Energy Commission.  The Energy Commission must find that the standards will require the diminution of energy consumption levels permitted by the current Standards.  The proposed local ordinance cannot be enforced until it is approved by the Commission.
On October 28, 2010, the City of Goleta submitted an application to the Energy Commission for approval of a local ordinance that meets or exceeds the 2008 Building Energy Efficiency Standards (Title 24, Part 6) of the California Building Code.  The proposed ordinance applies to residential and nonresidential newly constructed buildings and additions and alterations to existing buildings.  

Residential buildings under the the ordinance are required to exceed the State Standard by 15 percent compared to the Title 24 Standards.  Newly constructed nonresidential buildings are required to exceed the Standards by 15 percent under the performance approach and 10 percent for building envelopes and lighting under the prescriptive approach.  Additions to existing nonresidential buildings are required to exceed the Standards by 15 percent or 10 percent if compliance is achieved by improveing other parts of the existing building.  The ordinance provides exceptions, however all projects must demonstrate compliance with the Title 24, Part 6. 
The City of Goleta has made a written commitment to enforce compliance with both the locally adopted energy standards and Title 24, Part 6.

A detailed summary of the proposed local energy standard is provided in Attachment A.  The complete application including the full proposed ordinance and cost effectiveness analysis will be made available on the Energy Commission web site upon Energy Commission approval of the proposed ordinance.

Summary of Staff Position

Energy Commission staff has found that the application meets all requirements under Public Resources Code Section 25402.1(h)(2) and Section 10-106 of Title 24, Part 1.  Staff believes that the City of Goleta is to be commended for seeking to achieve the energy savings that result from their local energy ordinance.

The City of Goleta has been informed that the approved ordinance will be enforceable while the 2008 Building Energy Efficiency Standards (Title 24, Part 6) of the California Building Code is in effect and upon the effective date of the next update to Title 24, Part 6, the City of Goleta will be required to resubmit an application for a local energy standard under Public Resources Code Section 25402.1(h)(2) and Section 10-106 of Title 24, Part 1.

Chapter 15.13 of Title 15 of the Goleta Municipal Code

DETAILED SUMMARY
1. Requirements for Residential

a. Single-Family and Two-Family Residential

i. Newly Constructed Buildings
1. All buildings to exceed Title 24, Part 6
 by 15% compared to the Title 24 Standards.
ii. Additions and Alterations to Existing Buildings

1. Greater than 500 sq ft of conditioned space.

a. All buildings to exceed Title 24, Part 6 by 15% compared to the Title 24 Standards.  Or  

b. All buildings to exceed Title 24, Part 6 by 15% using the Existing+Addition+Alteration approach – note hot water must be included unless the application does not involve changes to the existing water heater.

2. Requirements for Nonresidential

a. Newly Constructed Buildings
i. Prescriptive Envelopment Approach.

1. Use the Overall Envelope Approach (Section 143(b) of Title 24, Part 6) to demonstrate an energy savings compared to the Title 24 Standards of 10%.  And
2. Use the Prescriptive Indoor Lighting Requirement (Section 146 of Title 24, Part 6) to achieve Adjusted Actual Watts reduction of 10% less than the Total Allowed Watts.

3. Exceptions:


a. When using the Tailored Method in retail stores for indoor lighting compliance, display lighting watts may be omitted from the calculations.

b. Lighting alterations of less than or equal to 500 sq ft of conditioned space are exempted from the indoor lighting requirements.

ii. Performance Approach

1. Demonstrate 15% energy savings compared to the Title 24 Standards.

a. Exclude process and receptacle energy use.
b. Additions and Alterations to Existing Buildings

i. Using the Addition Alone performance method, demonstrate 15% energy savings compared to the Title 24 Standards.

ii. Using the Existing+Addition+Alteration performance method demonstrate 10% energy savings compared to the Title 24 Standards.
3. Other

a. The ordinance provides for exemptions due to hardship or infeasibility, but all buildings are required to comply with Title 24, Part 6.
b. Any built-in appliances (excluding HVAC and water heaters) to be installed in a residential building shall be Energy Star Rated.

c. Any circulation pump motor or filtration pump motor to be installed for any swimming pool, spa (except such motors serving only spa jets) or water feature with a nominal rating of 0.75 horsepower or greater shall be a two speed or variable speed motor.  Such installations will include a controller which is time-based and programmed to alternate speeds to make effective use of the energy savings potential of the unit’s capabilities.
