Subject: STAFF RECOMMENDATION TO APPROVE AMENDMENT 1 FOR A NO COST TIME 
EXTENSION OF THE $95,335 ARRA EECBG GRANT CBG-09-182 TO THE CITY OF 
RANCHO MIRAGE TO BE CONSIDERED AT THE AUGUST 24,2011, BUSINESS MEETING. 

Summary of Item 

The City of Rancho Mirage (City) has requested Amendment 1 for a no cost time extension. 
The city is installing the energy efficiency project including the interior and exterior lighting 
retrofit and HVAC cleaning and control retrofit using its maintenance staff to maximize the 
energy savings. After some staff layoffs, the city is not able to complete the project by the 
September 14,2011 deadline. The city is requesting the Commission to extend the block 
grant project completion date from September 14, 2011 to June 13, 2012. This will allow the 
city to fully utilize the grant funds and realize the energy savings as proposed in the original 
application. 

Justification for Action Requested: 

The County is committed to reducing its energy consumption and to the reduction of 
greenhouse gas emissions. The lighting and HVAC retrofit, when completed, will 
provide more energy savings to the county and more energy efficient operation at the 
city facilities. 

Energy Commission staff has determined that the amendment request for the City of Rancho 
Mirage is technically justified and meets all requirements for the ARRA Funds. The program 
requires no repayment. The requirement to meet 10 mmBtu/$1000 of grant funding has been 
met. Staff recommends approval of the grant amendment to the City of Rancho Mirage. 

Energy Performance Impact: 

Without the extension, the city may not realize about 23 percent of the energy cost 
savings due to the inability to complete the project in time.
