Name, if any. and a brief description of project:

Major Modification 11-04-0001 to CUP 91-27 will allow expansion of the CR&R Perris Materials Recovery
Facility (MRF) to include the 6.8 acre Green Energy Facility with one anaerobic digester, biofilter,
supporting equipment and biofuel dispensing area. The first phase of the project anticipates conversion of up
to 150 tons of processed organic municipal waste into biogas and compostable material per day, with
conversion of up to 450 tons in future phases. Methane gas is the natural byproduct of this anaerobic process.
After refining, methane is a high grade natural gas that will be piped underground to a RNG station with
slow-fill fueling pumps for use by 48 CR&R collection trucks.

Location:

The 6.8 acre Green Energy Facility will be located on the existing 53-acre CR&R Materials Recovery
Facility/Transfer Station site located at the southwest corner of Ellis Avenue and Goetz Road. (APN 330-
030-002, -003, -014, -015, -016, -017 and -018) in the City of Perris.
