3. CRIMSON RENEWABLE ENERGY LP. Possible approval of Agreement ARV-13-007
with Crimson Renewable Energy, LP for a $5 million grant to upgrade equipment at its
existing facility to increase biodiesel production from 10 million gallons per year to 17
million gallons per year and reduce the carbon intensity of the biodiesel produced to less
than 14 grams of CO, equivalent per megajoule.
