The definition of the CSTDM model  
 
The CSTDM travel demand model will be produced and distributed as versions of the basic model.  The 
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initial version was 09.  Subsequent versions are numbered by the year of the release, and if needed the 
sequence number within each year.  Each new version of the model will include a complete dataset and 
documentation of the changes from the previous version.  When significant changes to the model are 
made, the documentation will be completely revised and updated. 
 
Documentation of Changes to Model Components 
 
The user agrees to document all changes made to model components in the course of a study.  The 
changes will be summarized by type of data that is modified and the magnitude of the change.  The 
documentation will be forwarded to Caltrans at an appropriate time.   Caltrans encourages the user to 
also document the known or probable impacts of these changes.  Caltrans also requests that the revised 
data be transmitted to Caltrans in an electronic format to facilitate the possible incorporation of the 
changes into the CSTDM.   
 
Quality Assurance 
 
If during the course of the use of the model and/or model data, the user finds an item that they believe is 
in error. The user will document the specific item and the proposed correction and submit this information 
to Caltrans.  Caltrans also requests that the proposed correction be transmitted to Caltrans in an 
appropriate electronic format to facilitate the possible incorporation of the change(s) into the CSTDM.
