Subject: Radient Barrier installation

Everyone,

On July 1, 2014 the 2013 California Energy Code will go into effect. At that time the
provisions of the Green Building Standards Code that were energy related and were
based on the 2013 Energy Code will also go into effect with one exception.

The requirement in Volume 1X, Section 4.203, Glendale Building and Safety Code,
2014, regarding radiant barriers will apply only to new residential buildings. It
will not be applicable to commercial structures or residential additions or
alterations, even though expressly stated in the Code section.

However, if there are energy documents that require a radiant barrier in order to
demonstrate compliance with the 2013 energy code for residential additions or
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alterations or for commercial buildings then the radiant barrier shall be enforced as
specified in the energy documents for that particular project.
