On September 16, 2015, the City of Anaheim (Anaheim) submitted a compliance filing requesting the Energy Commission find that Anaheim’s power purchase agreement for power with Bowerman Power LFG, LLC for landfill biomethane gas from the Bowerman Power Project be determined to be compliant with the Energy Commission’s Greenhouse Gases Emission Performance Standard (EPS). 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
The power purchase agreement is for a long-term investment with Bowerman Power LFG, LLC for renewable energy from the Bowerman Power Project in Irvine, Orange County, California.

The details of the power purchase agreement are as follows:

Bowerman Power Project located at 11002 Bee Canyon Access Road, Irvine, CA 92602 for 19.6 MW of landfill biomethane gas renewable energy with no substitute energy allowed starting January 2016 and ending in January 2036, a term of twenty years. CEC RPS ID 60938C

Staff completed a review of the filing and determined that the contract is compliant with the Emission Performance Standard pursuant to Section 2903(b), which states that, "any in-state or out-of-state power plant that meets the criteria of a renewable electricity generation facility as defined in Chapter 8.6 of Division 15 of the Public Resources code is deemed to be compliant." The landfill gas unit specified in this PPA meets this requirement. Therefore, staff recommends the Energy Commission find that the covered procurement described in Anaheim’s compliance filing complies with the Energy Commission’s Greenhouse Gases Emission Performance Standard, Title 20, section 2900 et seq., of the California Code of Regulations.

ENERGY COMMISSION FINDINGS
Based on staff’s analysis, the Energy Commission concludes that Anaheim’s PPA with Bowerman Power LFG, LLC complies with the Energy Commission’s Emission Performance Standard. The Energy Commission finds that:

· The compliance filing meets all of the filing criteria of Title 20, section 2909, of the California Code of Regulations; and

· The Power Purchase Agreement identified in the compliance filing is compliant with the EPS because the facility under contract is determined to be compliant with the EPS pursuant to Title 20, section 2903(b)(1), of the California Code of Regulations.



CONCLUSION AND ORDER
The California Energy Commission hereby adopts staff’s recommendation and finds that the covered procurement described in the compliance filing complies with the Energy Commission’s Greenhouse Gases Emission Performance Standard, Title 20, section 2900 et seq., of the California Code of Regulations. 
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
