II. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT, PROBLEM/SOLUTION STATEMENT, AND GOALS AND 
OBJECTIVES 

 
A. Purpose of Agreement 

The purpose of this Agreement is to fund an advanced flywheel energy storage technology 
project focused on developing improved rotor material manufacturing processes and shape 
geometries for higher performance, lower costs, and improved energy densities.  
 

B. Problem/ Solution Statement 
Problem 
The Recipient has found that flywheel energy storage is a high-tech industry with a lot of 
promise, but multiple knowledge gaps. Fundamentals of flywheels are well understood, but 
energy storage solutions are currently limited to short duration (<15min) applications. A solution 
does not yet exist for a commercially viable, scalable, multi-hour flywheel energy storage 
solution. The Recipient is advancing this field but there is still much work needed to demonstrate 
energy storage capacity, efficiency, reliability, and safety of individual flywheel units. The system 
design requirements of multi-unit arrays, site installation requirements, and effective grid 
integration still fall short of investor-owned utility (IOU) needs.

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Solution 
This project will validate the recent advances in technology and it will demonstrate the safe and 
reliable performance capability of flywheel energy storage system; this will be accomplished by 
building and testing multiple flywheel units and performing a series of tests. The integration and 
testing of a multi-unit flywheel array to the grid will help to demonstrate the commercial viability of 
this form of energy storage and improve the understanding of design and operating optimization 
at a system level. 

 
C. Goals and Objectives of the Agreement 

Agreement Goals 
The goals of this Agreement are to:  

• Demonstrate the value proposition of flywheel arrays for utility-scale energy storage. 
• Advance the commercial readiness of flywheel energy storage systems. 
• Improve the economics of flywheel systems by safely increasing energy density. 

 
Ratepayer Benefits:2  This Agreement will result in the ratepayer benefit[s] of greater electricity 
reliability, decreased costs, and other benefits to California’s electricity ratepayers. Storage can 
reduce or offset the need to purchase and install new power generation, it can help the IOUs 
integrate solar onto the local distribution circuit, and it can also respond to the California 
Independent System Operator control signal to provide frequency regulation 
 
Technological Advancement and Breakthroughs:3  This Agreement will lead to technological 
advancement and breakthroughs to overcome barriers to the achievement of the State of 
California’s statutory energy goals by demonstrating long-duration flywheel energy storage can 
meet both its technical and commercial objectives.  
 

Agreement Objectives 
The objectives of this Agreement are to:  

• Collect performance data and evaluate operational practices to improve flywheel 
storage system integration into grid management. 

• Collect experimental data on which to base design standards for safe installation of 
flywheel storage systems. 

• Validate design criteria, manufacturing process control, and safety margin of the 
flywheel design. 

• Increase energy density of flywheels by up to 25% over previous designs.

Subtask 1.3 Critical Project Review (CPR) Meetings  
The goal of this subtask is to determine if the project should continue to receive Energy 
Commission funding, and if so whether any modifications must be made to the tasks, products, 
schedule, or budget. CPR meetings provide the opportunity for frank discussions between the 
Energy Commission and the Recipient. As determined by the CAM, discussions may include 
project status, challenges, successes, advisory group findings and recommendations, final 
report preparation, and progress on technical transfer and production readiness activities (if 
applicable).

• Operate grid-connected multi-unit array to build the value proposition of flywheels to 
IOUs at each test site or a lesser number of test sites as approved in writing by the 
CAM. Prepare and provide a Grid-Connected Array Test Report describing the results.
