	RESOLUTION - RE:  FULLERTON JOINT UNION HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT


	WHEREAS, Fullerton Joint Union High School District is the lead agency for the “CNG Fueling Infrastructure Project” (“Project”); and

	WHEREAS, Fullerton Joint Union High School District, in April 2016, prepared an Initial Study, to evaluate the potential environmental impacts of implementing the Project; and

	WHEREAS, Fullerton Joint Union High School District reviewed and considered the information contained in the Initial Study, and determined that preparation of a Mitigated Negative Declaration was sufficient to document the environmental review of the Project under the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”); and

	WHEREAS, Fullerton Joint Union High School District, on May 17, 2016, adopted the Mitigated Negative Declaration as required by the California Environmental Quality Act, by adoption of Resolution 2015/2016 #54, a copy of which is on file with the Energy Commission, and approved the Project; and

[bookmark: _GoBack]	WHEREAS, the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission (“Energy Commission”) is considering proposed Agreement ARV-16-003, “CNG Fueling Infrastructure” (“ARV-16-003”), a grant to upgrade an existing time fill compressed natural gas fueling infrastructure; and

	WHEREAS, the Energy Commission has reviewed Fullerton Joint Union High School District’s Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration, and has used its own independent judgment to consider the potential environmental impacts of ARV-16-003.

	THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Energy Commission finds, on the basis of the entire record before it that, with the implementation of the mitigation measures incorporated in the Mitigated Negative Declaration, the potential environmental impacts of the Project have been mitigated to a level of “less than significant levels”; and 

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Energy Commission finds that none of the circumstances contained in the California Code of Regulations, title 14, section 15162 are present so that no subsequent or supplemental environmental review is required; and	

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Energy Commission approves Agreement ARV-16-003 with Fullerton Joint Union High School District for $500,000; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Executive Director or his/her designee shall execute the same on behalf of the Energy Commission.
