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1. Question: May the maximum available funds for this solicitation be increased at some point?

Answer: There is up to $2,916,929 available for this solicitation. Please see Page 8 of the solicitation manual for details on any change in funding amount.

2. Question: Could the Energy Commission just fund the Group 1 projects if they all score higher than projects in other groups?

Answer: Yes.

3. Question: Regarding identifying the group in the Application Form (Attachment 1), if a project could fall under more than one group, should the applicant just enter it in the group it is most relevant to?

Answer: Yes.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Question: In some CEC solicitations, there is a requirement of a third party contractor for verification of project benefits. Is that a requirement in this solicitation (referring to Measurement and Verification Plan on Page 15 of the solicitation manual)?

Answer: A third party contractor for verification of project benefits is not a requirement in this solicitation.  
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
