Explain how the project will: (1) provide California IOU electricity ratepayers with greater reliability, lower energy costs, and/or increased safety; and (2) lead to technological advancements and breakthroughs that overcome barriers to achieving the state of California’s statutory energy goals.
6. Explain how the project/technology has advanced beyond the proof-of-concept stage and is ready for large scale deployment by providing the following (include the information in item 6 as a separate attachment labeled “Abstract Project Summary:  Item #6”):

a. Results of pilot, bench-scale tests showing energy performance and potential cost savings

b. Documentation of past monitoring and verification activity, including at least six months of data to demonstrate that the technology is ready for scale-up and capable of performing with reliability and safety
7. Provide the name of the third party that will conduct independent measurement and verification evaluation of the technology if it is funded by the Energy Commission.

8. Provide the names of the industries, companies and others that support the need for your technology.
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
