Reduce the Environmental and Public Health Impacts of Electricity Generation and Make the Electricity System Less Vulnerable to Climate Impacts: Phase I

The purpose of this addendum is to make the following revisions to the Solicitation Manual and Application Form:

Solicitation Manual (Program Opportunity Notice)

	Part II. Eligibility Requirements
1. Page 12, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Emerging Technologies to Avoid Fatal Interactions of Birds and Bats with Energy Facilities: Clarified: The Applicant must provide a commitment letter from the facility manager.
2. Page 13, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Added: The key issue here is to analyze bird and/or bat fatalities at a large number of operational renewable power plants.
3. Page 13, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Added: Applicants must include birds and bats in the set of species analyzed.  However, other species may also be assessed.
4. Page 13, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Clarified: Applicant must provide a commitment letter to show support or permission from the facilities or land manager.
5. Page 13, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Added: Applicants should demonstrate their ability to acquire the requisite data from renewable energy facility operators, land owners, or agencies (e.g., U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service).
6. Page 14, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Removed: Similarly, Applicants who propose to conduct a synthesis analysis of monitoring data from energy facility sites must provide documentation from the facility managers.
7. Page 14, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience: Clarified: Applicants must provide a commitment letter from data holders granting access to the data or stating intent to do so as part of the proposal.
8. Page 16, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Water Conserving Hybrid Power Plant Cooling: Phase I: Clarified: The Applicant must provide a commitment letter from the facility manager granting permission or stating intent to do so as the part of the proposal.
9. Page 18, Section B. 2. Project Focus, Research Topic Area: Long-term Energy Scenarios for California and Their Environmental Consequences: Added: References: Nelson, James et. al. and Wei, Max et. al.

Part III. Application Organization and Submission Instructions
10. Page 27, Section C. 11. Commitment and Support Letter Form (Attachment 11): Added: Commitment Letters: The following research topic areas require commitment letters to demonstrate project partner support as required: “Emerging Technologies to Avoid Fatal Interactions of Birds and Bats with Energy Facilities,” “Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience,” and “Water Conserving Hybrid Power Plant Cooling: Phase I.”

Part IV. Evaluation and Award Process
11. Page 37, Section E. Stage Two: Application Scoring: Revised: Match Funding Maximum Points: 5 points: 3 points for this criterion will be awarded based on the percentage of match funds relative to the EPIC funds requested.  The remaining 2 points for this criterion will be based on the level of commitment, dollar value justification, and funding replacement strategy described in the match funding commitment letter (see Attachment 11).

12. Attachment 4, Page 2, (3. Impacts and Benefits to California Ratepayers).  Removed: d. Identify impacted market segments in California, including size and penetration or deployment rates, and underlying assumptions.
13. Attachment 4, Page 2, (3. Impacts and Benefits to California Ratepayers).  Removed: f. Provide a cost-to-benefit analysis that compares project costs to anticipated benefits and including how costs and benefits will be calculated and quantified and the underlying assumptions.

Commitment and Support Letters (Attachment 11)

14. Attachment 11, Page 1, 1. Commitment Letters: Added: The following research topic areas require commitment letters to demonstrate project partner support as required: “Emerging Technologies to Avoid Fatal Interactions of Birds and Bats with Energy Facilities,” “Renewable Energy Impacts: Learning from Real-World Experience,” and “Water Conserving Hybrid Power Plant Cooling: Phase I.”  
15. Attachment 11, Page 1, 2. Support Letters: Added: All applicants must include at least one support letter from a project stakeholder (i.e., an entity or individual that will benefit from or be involved in the project) for the research topic area “Real-world Characterization of the Urban Heat Island Effect: Scoping Study” under funding initiative “Develop Analytical Tools and Technologies to Plan for and Minimize the Impacts of Climate Change on the Electricity System.”
