2. Pages 11, 12 and 13 of the RFP are revised as follows:
a. Expected total hours for each task have been added to match the new Attachment 7b Total Expected Labor Costs.
b. Expected general classifications for each task have been added to match the new Attachment 7b Total Expected Labor Costs.
3. Pages 23, 24, 25 and 26 of the RFP are revised as follows:
a. Remove the weighted average loaded hourly rate cost evaluation and examples.
b. Add the Total Expected Labor Costs evaluation criteria and examples.
c. Clarification was made in the calculation of Other Direct Cost Mark-Up Cost Points.
4. Attachment 7 Budget Forms are revised as follows:
a. Direct Labor Spreadsheet: A column was added for identifying the General Classification for each employee from a drop down menu.  These General Classifications align with the new Total Expected Labor Costs Form.
b. Loaded Rate Calculation: 
i. The columns for % of effort and weighted effort were removed.  These columns are replaced with the new Attachment 7b Total Expected Labor Costs.
ii. Clarification was made to the instructions that the amount in the DL column must be an hourly rate.
c. Att 7b % Agreement Effort Table has been removed and replaced with the Total Expected Labor Costs.
d. Att 7b Total Exp Labor Costs identifies the expected total number of hours and expected general classifications by task.  The Bidder will complete the maximum loaded labor rate and number of hours by classification.  The spreadsheet will calculate the Cost by Classification column by multiplying the Classification Maximum Loaded Rate by the Hours by Classification.  The Total Expected Labor Costs will be the sum of all Cost by Classification amounts.
