	· NEPA Request for Exclusion Form

	· CEQA Checklist
Projects funded by the CEBFP may be subject to the California Environmental Quality Act.  If the project cannot claim a Categorical or Statutory Exemption, additional paperwork will be required.

	· SHPO Review Form
Projects will be subject to review by the State Historic Preservation Officer under the National Historic Preservation Act to ensure the project does not adversely affect historic buildings.
	· Prevailing Wage Documentation

Some federally funded projects are subject to the Davis-Bacon Act.  The applicant will need to provide payroll certifications as required by federal law.



	· Applicable Permits
Applicants must obtain all required local, regional, state, and federal permits.  It is the responsibility of the applicant to determine which permits are necessary.
	· Applicable Air Quality Regulations
All projects must comply with all applicable air quality regulations.  It is the responsibility of the applicant to determine what regulations apply.
