Initiative Advisory Committee Meeting to discuss energy, industry, and utility 
perspectives. By speaking at this meeting, Pamela will have the opportunity to share 
information on California's climate change policies. Recognizing that California emits 
around 1 percent of the world's greenhouse gases, working with others to reduce 
emissions is a key part of the state's work to address climate change. The state is 
playing a leading role in broadening collaboration among subnational leaders to reduce 
emissions and strengthen resilience to the impacts of climate change, especially in 
disadvantaged communities. In addition, Pamela will be able to talk with other attendees 
and gather information to help ensure climate-related outreach for the Energy 
Commission's research and development program (roughly $150 million administered 
annually for energy research and development projects) is informed by insights from 
experts at the National Academies to help achieve the state's ambitious energy and 
environmental goals.
