1) Track metered and un-metered solar separately.
 

2) Be careful not to set up fee structure in a way that discriminates against the little guy.
 

3) Ensure everything Green-e needs to know is tracked.
 

4) Plan for LOTS of PV in 10 years -- aggregated and sold wholesale.
 

5) DON'T include disaggregated tags.
 

6) Let green-e track retail transactions.  Don't do it with the WREGIS database.
