Background

The NSHP stakeholder forum will be held on a regular basis. The forum encourages
interested parties to identify and discuss issues related to the administration and
implementation of the NSHP. Information from this forum may be used to inform the
ongoing program design for the NSHP.

The NSHP is part of a comprehensive statewide solar program known as the California
Solar Initiative. The NSHP provides financial incentives to encourage the installation of
eligible solar photovoltaic energy systems on new residential construction. The NSHP
focuses on new residential buildings and seeks to achieve 360 megawatts of distributed
solar photovoltaic electric capacity by the end of 2016. The NSHP requirements are set
forth in the NSHP Guidebook.
