2The Emerging Renewables Program can encumber $60 million in funds collected from 2007 through 2011 (authorized by AB 135, Statutes of 2004). Additionally, pursuant to Public Resources Code section 
25751(f), the Energy Commission is authorized to transfer funds among program accounts in the RRTF for cash flow purposes, provided that the balance due each program account is restored and the transfers 
do not adversely affect any of the programs.
