Brief Project Description:

Staff proposes that the Energy Commission enter into a $2,588,906 million Electric Program
Investment Charge (EPIC) grant agreement with the Regents of the University of California,
Riverside, to construct and demonstrate a community energy generation system consisting
of 90 kW solar photovoltaic system mounted on a newly constructed carport and a 60 kWh
flow-battery energy storage integrated with energy management system. The project site is
at the Chemehuevi Indian Tribe Community Center, 1975 South Valley Mesa Road,
Needles, California 92363.

The Chemehuevi Indian Tribe is a federally recognized Native-American Tribe located in
San Bernardino County, California. The construction of the project is on land that is self-
governed by the Chemehuevi Indian Tribe, and therefore, is subject to Chemehuevi Indian
Tribe’s Tribal Ordinance, including environmental review.

Findings:

As described in the Initial Study, Energy Commission staff determines that the proposed
project has no significant effect on the environment. Therefore, staff has prepared and
recommends that the Energy Commission adopt the Negative Declaration for this project.
