Dear Ms. Dyas: 

As we have discussed and has been docketed at the CEC, Bullard Energy Center, LLC 
("Bullard" or "BEC") has encountered an unforeseen zoning matter with the City of Fresno 
which, consequently, has led the original project site land owner to not renew our option to 
purchase this parcel. However, BEC and the adjacent parcel owner, Abbey Transportation 
Systems ("Abbey"), have agreed in principle to pursue a long-term lease agreement for the 
adjacent parcel. 

Rezoning will require approval by the City of Fresno Council to amend the City General Plan 
and to change the zoning classification &om M-1 (light industrial) to M-3 (heavy industrial). 
The City has stated that the General Plan process will be conducted concurrent with the zone 
classification change. During this rezoning process, we respecthlly request that the CEC 
suspend the AFC process. In the meantime, BEC will continue to work with our consultants, 
URS, Bibb & Associates, and others to revise the AFC to reflect the new site location. The 
new parcel along with the rezoning process and schedule are described below. 

The Abbey parcel (APN No. 505-080-219) consists of 22.49 acres, and shares the entire 
northern boundary with the original parcel (APN No. 505-080-22s). Both parcels are bound 
by Highway 99 to the west and Golden State Blvd. to the east. The Abbey parcel was 
originally to be used as the construction laydown area via a lease option with Abbey. BEC 
proposes to tie into the same 230 kV line via a new on-site sub-station, employ an on-site 
storm water pond, and use the same natural gas linear as in the present AFc. The balance of 
equipment, including the specifications and suppliers, will not change, although the general 
arrangement will change to fit the new parcel. 

To accommodate the rezoning process, Abbey and BEC plan to execute an option for a long- 
term lease for the Abbey parcel prior to submittal of the application to the City. As portions of 
this property have been surveyed for the laydown area, we do not anticipate that the use of 
this new parcel will pose any sisnif~cant changes to the AFC when reanalyzed for 
environmental or other impacts. This parcel will easily accommodate the Bullard project and 
requisite laydown area needs. Based on our discussions with the City, we believe the City 
will conduct a CEQA review independent of the CEC. However, the City has indicated that it
