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CHULA VISTA ENERGY UPGRADE PROJECT, DATA ADEQUACY
RECOMMENDATION (07-AFC-4)

On August 10, 2007, MMC Energy, Inc. submitted an Application for Certification (AFC) to
construct and operate the Chula Vista Energy Upgrade Project (CVEUP), a simple cycle
electrical power plant facility in the city of Chula Vista, San Diego County. The CVEUP
would be a natural gas-fired simple cycle power plant and would have a nominal capacity of
100 megawatts. Primary equipment for the generating facility would include two General
Electric LM6000 combustion turbine generators. The generators would connect to the
existing 62 kV transmission line that currently serves the 44.5 MW Chula Vista Energy
Project.

Staff has completed its data adequacy review of the AFC and has determined that it does
not meet all the requirements listed in Title 20, section 1704, and Division 2, Chapter 5,
Appendix B of the California Code of Regulations for the 12-month process. Therefore, we
recommend that the Energy Commission find the AFC inadequate and adopt the attached
list of deficiencies. Of the 23 technical disciplines reviewed, we believe the information
contained in the AFC is deficient in nine areas which are: Air Quality, Biological Resources,
Cultural Resources, Land Use, Socioeconomics, Traffic & Transportation, Transmission
System Engineering, Waste Management, and Water Resources.

Aftached is a summary table and data adequacy worksheets for all technical disciplines.
The worksheets for the aforementioned sections identify the additional information that we
believe is necessary to fuflfill the AFC data adequacy requirements. At the Energy
Commission’s business meeting on September 26, 2007, | wilt recommend that the Energy
Commission adopt the list of deficiencies and not accept the AFC until the additional
information specified in the data adequacy worksheets is supplied. If you have any
