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Narrative Landscape Description and Photograph.  Sensitive Viewing Area and KOP No. 3 (Figure 6.15, see also Figure 6.4 for KOP location) was taken from the overpass of I-5 and West Panoche Road. A topographic rise of the overpass allows for more open, expansive views from this location. The area to the east of this location is flat valley lands; the area to the west of this location flattens to the base of the Panoche and Tumey Hills mountains. Clear views to the project site (about 2 miles in the distance) and clear views in the opposite direction (to the mountains) offer diversity of line and form and bring visual interest to the area. Variations in color and vegetation (due to agricultural crop rows and cultural modifications) add to the visual interest of the area. Transmission lines also traverse the area. The homogeneous vegetative pallet consists of intermittent desert scrub bushes and adds little interest to the area.
