The proposed crossing is located near the junction of Arno and Boundary Roads. 
*P3a.  Description: (Describe resource and its major elements.  Include design, materials, condition, alterations, size, setting, and boundaries)

The proposed pipeline alignment crosses the Central California Traction Company Railroad at grade near the junctions of Arno and Boundary Roads.  Incorporated in 1905, the Central California Traction Co. Railroad (CCT) was one of several interurban railways constructed in the Sacramento Valley in the early twentieth century.  At this site there is a single track, with no warning signals and crossing arms.  The railroad has no berm and the rails are at grade on a 15’ wide bed at this site.  Rails in and near the APE date from 1910-1946.  There are no remnants of the railroad’s original electric equipment, the electric third rail having been removed in the 1940s after the passenger service was discontinued in 1933.  The railroad remained operational as a diesel powered freight line until June of 1998.
