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Executive Summary

On behalf of Edison Mission Energy (Edison), Environmental Strategies Consulting LLC
(Environmental Strategies) conducted a Phase | environmental site assessment of a vacant parcel
near the intersection of Menifee Road and Rouse Road in Romoland, California. The property is a
proposed location for a new power plant for Edison. Environmental Strategies performed the site
inspection on May 9, 2005 and obtained information about the site from Jenifer Morris, managing
director of NJ Resources, LLC, and Douglas M. Davy, senior project manager of CH2M Hill.

The proposed development site is approximately 45 acres of open farmland in cultivation
with wheat. The property ownership information was not available. The site is generally
surrounded by farmland with farm residences east and west of the site and is located near the
intersection of Menifee Road and Rouse Road in Romoland, California. A fenced equipment
storage area is located at the northwest corner of the site and a railroad borders the site to the north
followed by several commercial/industrial businesses. New construction and earthwork is
underway approximately 0.50 mile southwest of the site. No unusual drainage issues were
identified on the site.

Based on a review of aerial photographs for the years 1938, 1953, 1967, 1980, 1989, 1994
and 2002, the development site has always been vacant, undeveloped land and used for agricultural
purposes. Also, the aerial review indicated that the surrounding sites have generally always
included vacant, undeveloped land, agricultural fields and farm residential homes and more
recently the Valley Substation, located north of the site across Matthews Avenue. No areas of
environmental concern were identified in any of the aerial photographs. No historical Sanborn fire
insurance maps were available.

No building structures are located on the property, and no hazardous or nonhazardous
wastes are generated onsite. There are no electrical transformers on the property.

It does not appear that there have ever been any underground or aboveground tanks
installed or in use at the subject property. Environmental Strategies did not observe any evidence
of underground or aboveground tanks on the property at the time of the site visit or in any of the
aerial photographs.

No public drinking water is supplied to the site. Storm water that comes in contact with the

property infiltrates into the soil or flows naturally off the property.

No areas of stressed vegetation were observed on the property; the property was covered
with wheat in cultivation.

Environmental Strategies reviewed federal and state databases to determine the potential for
the site to be affected by releases from neighboring properties. The site was not listed on any of the
databases that were reviewed. Federal and state databases were also searched to determine the
potential for the site to be affected by releases from neighboring properties. The facility is
located within an agricultural area with some nearby industrial and commercial areas.

Of three listed sites near the property, only the San Jacinto Valley District Office site at
26100 Menifee Road, about 0.125 to 0.25 miles northeast of the property, is listed as having a
release that may have affected the property. This site is listed under the Leaking Underground
Storage Tank (LUST) database as having two releases from two underground storage tanks in
1986 and 1989, respectively. The California Regional Water Quality Control Board closed both
leak cases in April 1989. Therefore, it is unlikely that the San Jacinto Valley District Office site
has affected the subject property. No other releases at sites near the property were identified
within the ASTM-specified search distances.

Environmental Strategies conducted a Phase | environmental assessment of the vacant
property near the intersection of Menifee Road and Rouse Road in Romoland, California,
generally in accordance with ASTM E 1527-00 Standard Practice for Environmental Site
Assessments. Based on the results of the assessment, Environmental Strategies did not identify
any recognized environmental conditions in connection with the site. There may be perceived or
real impacts upon the nearby farm residences during and following development of the property
as a power plant. Additionally, there may be residual agricultural chemicals in the soil due to the
cultivation of the site. Before purchase or lease of the property, consideration should be given to
the collection of soil and groundwater samples to ensure that any such chemical residuals do not
pose environmental or health impacts that could require remediation, as well as to establish a

baseline of property conditions.
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General

Introduction

Environmental Strategies Consulting LLC (Environmental Strategies) was retained on

behalf of its client, Edison Mission Energy (Edison) to conduct a Phase | environmental site

assessment of a vacant parcel near the intersection of Menifee Road and Rouse Road in Romoland,

California. The property is a proposed location for a new power plant for Edison. To the extent

that information was available, the work conducted by Environmental Strategies generally
conforms to the ASTM E 1527-00 Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments. This

report details the findings of the assessment. It is based on a visit to the site by Betsy Mitton,

senior consultant, and Richard Freudenberger, partner of Environmental Strategies. Environmental

Strategies obtained information about the site from Jenifer Morris, managing director of NJ

Resources, LLC and Douglas M. Davy, senior project manager of CH2M Hill.

The following work was performed:

The Phase | site inspection was conducted by Environmental Strategies on May 9,

2005.

Photographs of the property were taken to document conditions during the property

visit and are presented in Appendix A.

A database search of the site and surrounding properties within the ASTM-specified

search radii was ordered through Environmental Data Resources (EDR) and

reviewed to help assess the likelihood of problems from migrating hazardous

substances or petroleum products. The results of the database search are included in

Appendix B. The search (including the approximate minimum search distances)

was conducted in accordance with standards established by ASTM E 1527-00. The

following databases were reviewed:

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Assessment of Environmental Risks at the VVacant Property

in Romoland, California

General Description

The proposed development site is approximately 45 acres of open farmland in cultivation
with wheat. The property ownership information was not available. The site is generally
surrounded by farmland with farm residences east and west of the site and is located near the
intersection of Menifee Road and Rouse Road in Romoland, California. A fenced equipment
storage area is located at the northwest corner of the site and a railroad borders the site to the north
followed by several commercial/industrial businesses. New construction and earthwork is
underway approximately 0.50 mile southwest of the site. No unusual drainage issues were
identified on the site.

Based on a review of aerial photographs for the years 1938, 1953, 1967, 1980, 1989, 1994
and 2002, the development site has always been vacant, undeveloped land and used for agricultural
purposes. Also, the aerial review indicated that the surrounding sites have generally always
included vacant, undeveloped land, agricultural fields and farm residential homes and more
recently the Valley Substation, located north of the site across Matthews Avenue (Figure 2).

Environmental Setting

The property is located in an agricultural/industrial/commercial area of Romoland,
California. The subject property is approximately 1462 feet above mean sea level and the land at
the site is relatively flat. No wetlands were observed on the property.

The soils located at the site are classified as belonging to the Greenfield soil component.
Sandy loam and coarse-grained soils characterize this soil component.

According to the U.S. Geological Survey, Ground Water Atlas of the United States,
Segment 1, the subject property is underlain by the Los Angeles-Orange County Coastal Plain
aquifer system, which mostly consists of folded consolidated sedimentary, igneous, and
metamorphic rock. According to reports from nearby facilities, the depth to groundwater beneath
the subject property is approximately 50 to 99 feet below ground surface (bgs). Based on available

information, the groundwater flow direction is indeterminable.
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Aerial Photographs

Environmental Strategies obtained aerial photographs from EDR for the years 1938,
1967, 1980, 1989, 1994, and 2002 to evaluate potential areas of environmental concern.

All of the aerial photographs reviewed showed the site as vacant, undeveloped, cultivated
land.

In the 1938 photograph, the site and surrounding sites are agricultural land and there are no
visible farm residences in the immediate area of the site. The 1967 photograph shows the site and a
farm residence west of the site and a farm residence across Menifee Road to the east. The 1980,
1989, 1994, and 2002 photographs show the current two farm residences east of the site and west
of Menifee Road. The 1994 and 2002 photographs also show commercial/industrial development
across the railroad tracks and Matthews Avenue to the north.

No areas of environmental concern were identified in any of the aerial photographs.
Historic Maps

A search for historic maps of the property was conducted by EDR. The results of the
search (Appendix C) indicate that no Sanborn map coverage is available for the site.

Historic topographic maps were obtained from EDR for 1901, 1947,1953, 1973, and
1979. All of the maps show the subject property as undeveloped land

Materials Handling and Storage Practices
The property is currently vacant and in cultivation with wheat, and no industrial or
commercial activities are currently being performed onsite.

Solid and Hazardous Waste

The property address is not listed in the EDR database as a generator of hazardous waste.
No solid or hazardous wastes, raw materials, or unused equipment are being generated or stored
onsite.

Underground and Aboveground Tanks

The property address is not listed in the EDR database as having registered aboveground or
underground tanks. It does not appear that aboveground or underground storage tanks have ever
been installed or in use on the property. Based on Environmental Strategies’s property inspection
and review of aerial photographs, there was no evidence of aboveground or underground storage

tanks onsite.

Water, Wastewater, and Storm Water
No public or private water wells are located on the property. No sanitary or process
wastewater is currently generated on, or discharged from, the subject property. ~ Storm  water

that comes in contact with the property infiltrates into the soil or flows naturally away from the

property.

Air Emissions
No regulated sources of air emissions are present on the subject property. Future use of
the site by Edison may include the construction of a power plant with a stack for air emissions.

There may be visual impacts to the surrounding area from the proposed stack.

Polychlorinated Biphenyls
Environmental Strategies did not observe any electrical transformers on the property.
Environmental Strategies did not observe any abandoned machinery or any other equipment on the

property that could potentially contain polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs).

Asbestos
There are currently no building structures on the subject property; therefore, there are no

asbestos-containing-materials (ACM) onsite.

Lead-Based Paint
There are currently no building structures on the subject property; therefore, there is no

lead-based paint onsite.

Land Management

Currently, no areas of stressed vegetation were observed on the property.

Regulatory Database Search
Environmental Strategies reviewed federal and state regulatory databases to identify
reported environmental issues for the subject property and surrounding properties. The site was not

listed on any of the databases that were reviewed.
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Federal and state databases were also searched to determine the potential for the site to be
affected by releases from neighboring properties. The facility is located within an agricultural
area with some nearby industrial and commercial areas.

Three sites within a 1-mile radius of the facility are listed on the databases searched by
Environmental Strategies and EDR. The complete database report, which provides detailed
descriptions for each site, is provided in Appendix B.

The sites that have the greatest potential to have caused environmental contamination are
those that have had releases or spills of hazardous materials and those that have had significant
environmental releases and underwent or were targeted for remedial investigation or cleanup.
The facilities in these categories that are of potential concern to the vacant property are those
that are upgradient or in close proximity to the facility. Specific information regarding
groundwater flow is not available for the site. Of the three listed sites, only the San Jacinto
Valley District Office site at 26100 Menifee Road, about 0.125 to 0.25 miles northeast of the
property, is listed as having a release that may have affected the property. This site is listed
under the Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) database as having two releases from two
underground storage tanks in 1986 and 1989, respectively. The California Regional Water
Quality Control Board closed both leak cases in April 1989. Therefore, it is unlikely that the San
Jacinto Valley District Office site has affected the subject property.

No other releases at sites near the property were identified within the ASTM-specified
