The structure is a multi-family dwelling (duplex) in a residential area in the Spanish/Mission style.  The roof is flat, and a parapet runs the course of the 
structure topped by a terra cotta tile segment.  The exterior walls are textured stucco over wood.  A bracketed, tiled, shed-style roof tops the entrance to 
the front door of the dwelling located at 3214 Randolph Street.  The windows are symmetrical and are horizontal slide within aluminum frames.  A two-car 
garage is attached to the Randolph Street dwelling, and basically mimics in style that of the main structure.  Both are in good condition. 
 
The setting is small scale single- and multi-family residential.  The multi-family residence fronts on both Randolph Street and Hood Ave., and is 
surrounded by other residential structures.
