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FIFTH STATUS REPORT OF
MIRANT WILLOW PASS, LL.C

In accordance with the Committee Scheduling Order dated December 31, 2008, Mirant
Willow Pass, LLC (“Mirant Willow Pass™) submits its fifth status report in this proceeding. On
June 30, 2008, Mirant Willow Pass submitted an Application for Certification (“AFC”) for the
Willow Pass Generating Station (“WPGS”), a 550 megawatt, natural gas-fired electricity
generating facility to be located at a site within the existing site of the Pittsburg Power Plant in
Pittsburg, California. The AFC was determined to be data adequate on October 8, 2008.

Mirant Willow Pass continues to work toward providing the information that staff has
requested for its analysis in the area of Waste Management. Mirant Willow Pass requested
additional time to respond to Data Requests 73 through 75, which asked for a workplan, soil
vapor sampling, a revised Human Health Risk Assessment, and an Ecological Risk Screening
Assessment for the project site. Mirant Willow Pass has advised staff that the previous owner of
the project site remains responsible for certain environmental remediation at the site, and
therefore is responsible for conducting certain sampling. Mirant Willow Pass continues to work
through issues associated with this allocation of responsibility and will submit additional

information to staff as those issues are resolved.

Mirant Willow Pass also is evaluating transmission issues in light of the California
Independent System Operator’s release of the Phase I interconnection study for the so-called
“transition cluster” of projects, which includes the WPGS. There are concerns about using the
Phase I cluster study in this proceeding. The study reflects unrealistic and inaccurate
assumptions regarding the amount of capacity that is likely to be added to the system by the
transition cluster of projects, and regarding the timing of those additions. The study therefore
does not accurately predict potential transmission impacts associated with the WPGS. Mirant

Willow Pass is preparing an explanation of this problem for submission in this proceeding.



Staff has previously reported that its Preliminary Staff Assessment is delayed pending
issuance of the Bay Area Air Quality Management District’s Preliminary Determination of
Compliance (“PDOC?”) for the project. The PDOC does not have a projected time frame for
issuance. In light of this delay, and given that most other resource areas are close to resolution,
staff has raised the possibility of issuing a staff assessment that addresses all resource areas other
than those that rely on findings in the PDOC. Mirant Willow Pass does not object to this

approach.
