This project will involve minor alteration of existing mechanical equipment at an existing 
food processing facility and will result in negligible or no expansion of the existing use. The 
energy efficient equipment consists of compressors, dryers, pumps, tanks, insulation, boiler 
components, refrigeration components, controls hardware, and associated mechanical and 
electrical components. The materials used to construct the system are chemically inert, not 
hazardous to human health, and do not have a significant effect on the environment. The 
systems purchased have safety certifications in compliance with relevant codes and 
standards. In addition, all required permits for installation and operation of the system will be 
obtained prior to system installation and demonstration. The demonstrations will not have a 
significant impact on local air quality, noise, or traffic, and is expected to reduce local criteria 
pollutant emissions. For these reasons, the project will not have a significant effect on the 
environment and falls under the categorical exemption listed in 14 C.C.R. §15301 and 14 
C.C.R. §15302(c).  
 
This project involves the construction, location, and installation of new, small facilities, 
structures, and equipment. In order to perform the demonstration, the system must be 
installed at the demonstration site. The installation will require minimal construction activity. 
The equipment will be placed within the existing industrial facility. It is possible additional 
small concrete pads will be poured or small enclosures will be built to house the equipment. 
This minimal construction is well within the size limits listed in the examples given in 14 
C.C.R. § 15303 (e.g., it is less than a single-family residence, duplex, and the 2,500 square 
feet - or 10,000 square feet in urban areas - for a store, motel, office, restaurant, or similar 
structure). This construction will not have a significant impact on local air quality, noise, or 
traffic and will not induce additional operations at the site. For these reasons, the project will 
not have a significant effect on the environment and falls under the categorical exemption 
listed in 14 C.C.R. § 15303.

II. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT, PROBLEM/SOLUTION STATEMENT, AND GOALS AND 
OBJECTIVES 

 
A. Purpose of Agreement 

 
The purpose of this Agreement is to fund energy efficient upgrades that reduce energy 
consumption and greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions at the Recipient’s beef production facility. 
Natural gas and electricity consumption will be measured before and after the system is installed 
in order to quantify and validate the GHG emissions reductions. 

 
B. Problem/ Solution Statement 

 
Problem 
California processes over $10 billion of meat per year and is responsible for the direct and indirect 
employment of over 47,000 people. Slaughtering, processing, rendering and packaging meat is 
an energy intensive process which involves substantial electric and natural gas use. The 
equipment associated with the proposed project is directly responsible for the slaughtering, 
processing, rendering and packaging of beef. The facility’s existing equipment is inefficient, aging, 
and requires maintenance. There is significant potential to improve the overall efficiency while 
reducing GHG emissions of current slaughtering, processing, rendering and packaging in food 
processing facilities through the means of energy efficiency.

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Solution 
The Recipient will replace and retrofit inefficient equipment with commercially available, drop-in, 
high-efficiency equipment can reduce energy consumption, operating costs, and equipment 
downtime at the Recipient’s beef production facility. The Recipient will integrate the systems into 
the food production operation, demonstrating the potential to significantly reduce GHG emissions 
in food processing facilities in California. By implementing this technology at a large food 
processing facility, this project will demonstrate the potential for optimized compressed air 
systems, refrigeration systems, and steam and hot water systems to reduce GHG emissions, 
overall energy consumption, and operating costs at similar food processing facilities.  

 
A. Goals and Objectives of the Agreement 

 
Agreement Goals 
The goals of this Agreement are to reduce GHG emissions and energy consumption at the beef 
production facility by implementing energy efficient upgrades.  
 
Agreement Objectives 
The objectives of this Agreement are to:  

• Measure the beef production facility’s electricity and natural gas consumption in order to 
establish a baseline for future comparisons. 

• Install drop-in, commercially available, energy efficient equipment such as compressed air 
system, refrigeration system, and steam and hot water systems. 

• Specify and procure the necessary equipment and materials for the energy efficient 
upgrades. 

• Install and operate the optimized systems at the beef production facility. 
• Measure and validate the electricity, natural gas, operating cost, and GHG emission 

reductions resulting from the energy efficient upgrades. 
• Share knowledge about the project with other market segments in California that can use 

the technologies demonstrated. 
• Benefit priority populations by reducing on-site criteria air pollutant or toxic air contaminant 

emissions through reduction of fossil fuel consumption via efficiency improvements.

Subtask 1.3 Critical Project Review (CPR) Meetings  
The goal of this subtask is to determine if the project should continue to receive Energy 
Commission funding, and if so whether any modifications must be made to the tasks, products, 
schedule, or budget. CPR meetings provide the opportunity for frank discussions between the 
Energy Commission and the Recipient. As determined by the CAM, discussions may include 
project status, challenges, successes, final report preparation, and progress on technical transfer 
and production readiness activities (if applicable). Participants will include the CAM and the 
Recipient, and may include the CAO and any other individuals selected by the CAM to provide 
support to the Energy Commission.

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Subtask 1.8 Permits

with the exception of costs incurred by University of California Recipients. Permits must be 
identified and obtained before the Recipient may incur any costs related to the use of the permit(s) 
for which the Recipient will request reimbursement. 
 
The Recipient shall: 

• Prepare a Permit Status Letter that documents the permits required to conduct this 
Agreement. If no permits are required at the start of this Agreement, then state this in the 
letter. If permits will be required during the course of the Agreement, provide in the letter: 

o A list of the permits that identifies: (1) the type of permit; and (2) the name, address, 
and telephone number of the permitting jurisdictions or lead agencies. 

o The schedule the Recipient will follow in applying for and obtaining the permits. 
 

The list of permits and the schedule for obtaining them will be discussed at the Kick-off 
meeting (subtask 1.2), and a timetable for submitting the updated list, schedule, and 
copies of the permits will be developed.
