Il. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT, PROBLEM/SOLUTION STATEMENT, AND GOALS AND
OBJECTIVES

A. Purpose of Agreement

The purpose of this Agreement is to fund the design and implementation of a demand response
marketing program that will result in the achievement of 25MW of energy reductions from new
users by September 30, 2021.

B. Problem/ Solution Statement

Problem

The CPUC uses an annual Load Impact Protocol (LIP) process to evaluate Recipient and other
market-based Demand Response Providers (DRP) to determine their capacity to bid into the
wholesale energy market. Because this LIP process is only conducted on an annual basis,
DRPs have limited incentive to grow mid-year. In addition, Recipient identified only two cost-
effective marketing channels in its successful EPC-15-083 grant. This grant will allow Recipient
to test new channels to determine the most cost-effective methods to acquire new users who
are interested and willing to save energy in response to market signals.

Solution

Recipient has developed an innovative software platform that aggregates home energy savings
from hundreds of thousands of California users and sells those savings in the wholesale energy
market. This software platform has great potential to relieve grid stress in the event of extreme

weather events. Indeed, during the August 2020 heat wave, Recipient users saved nearly 1
GWh of energy, and helped mitigate blackouts. An expansion of the Recipient platform will
provide greater reliability to the grid.

Recipient will be refining and improving its engagement platform using comparison group testing
over large aggregations of residential customers to evaluate channel, messaging, incentive, and
partner engagement strategies to identify the most cost-effective approaches to maximizing new
customer acquisitions, device adoptions, individual user and aggregate yield levels. This will
support continuous improvement in project design, improved customer interactions and
expanded participation.

C. Goals and Objectives of the Agreement

Agreement Goals
The goals of this Agreement are to:
¢ Design and evaluate different customer acquisition and engagement strategies,
including redesign and improvement of the OhmConnect platform, to identify the most
cost-effective approaches to recruiting new participants, expanding their uptake of
automated devices connected to the platform, and keeping them engaged and
participating.
o Cost-effectively increase users on the Recipient platform by 40,000. At least 12,000 of
these 40,000 new users are to reside in Disadvantaged Communities.
o Cost-effectively increase adoption of smart devices connected to the Recipient platform
by 12,000.
¢ Achieve at least 25 MW of energy reductions from new Recipient users in CAISO
resources by September 30, 2021

Ratepayer Benefits:? This Agreement will result in the ratepayer benefits of: greater electricity
reliability, lower costs, and decreased health risks by delivering 25MW of aggregated energy
savings to the grid; generating millions of dollars in direct payments to ratepayers; and reducing
the need to use gas-fired peaker power plants.

Technological Advancement and Breakthroughs:® This Agreement will lead to technological
advancement and breakthroughs to overcome barriers to the achievement of the State of
California’s energy goals by expanding the use of Recipient’s innovative software platform. This
platform allows Recipient to turn off and on tens of thousands of in-home smart devices (such as
smart plugs and smart thermostats), thereby providing reliable energy savings to the grid.

Agreement Objectives
