PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to formalize the California Energy Commission’s co-
sponsorship of the 2022 American Council for an Energy-Efficient Economy (ACEEE) Summer
Study on Energy Efficiency in Buildings (“Summer Study”), to be held on August 21-26, 2022 at
Asilomar Conference Grounds in Pacific Grove.
