Solicitation Manual (Grant Funding Opportunity) 

1. Page 10, Section I.D.3 under Letter of Private Investment Requirement
Amended to read: 
Investment should be a properly documented funding agreement between the applicant and a legal person who is not a family member of the applicant that meets the standards of a financial security. 
Applicants may not submit any confidential information with their proposal. Applicants may redact confidential portions of funding agreements so that the document is no longer confidential.

1. Page 25, Section II.B under Project Requirements
Amended to read: 
Technology demonstration and deployment projects are those which involve the installation and operation of pre-commercial technologies or strategies at a scale sufficiently large and in conditions sufficiently reflective of anticipated actual operating environments to enable appraisal of operational and performance characteristics, and of financial risks.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  See CPUC “Phase 2” Decision 12-05-037 at pp. 39-40 and 90, http://docs.cpuc.ca.gov/PublishedDocs/WORD_PDF/FINAL_DECISION/167664.PDF.] 

All utility-scale renewable generation demonstration projects must take place at a facility that currently has, or would be seeking, a power purchase agreement with a California electric IOU. All other demonstration projects must take place at sites located within a California electric IOU service territory.

1. Page 38, Section IV.E under Stage One: Application Screening
Amended to read: 
	7. If the project involves technology demonstration/ deployment activities
· The Application identifies one or more demonstration/ deployment site locations.
· [All demonstration/ deployment sites are located in a California electric IOU service territory (PG&E, SDG&E, or SCE).]
· The proposal includes a site commitment letter (Section III.D.11) for each demonstration/ deployment site.
