1 A temporary certificate of occupancy will only be accepted at Step 3 if the unfinished portion of the project does not include any of the residential portion of the project or any portion of the project associated with a kicker incentive.
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If building design modifications triggered a Title 24 documentation amendment after the Step 2 Construction application approval:

If the project includes incremental PV 2:

The final incentive amount may:
· a) Increase if there were changes that improved building design and performance that cause further GHG reduction (if funds are available).
or
· b) Decrease if there were changes in the project design that triggered a Title 24 documentation amendment after the Step 2 Construction application approval or equipment installed that impact the incentive value. Any progress payments previously paid to the applicant will be assigned to the total final incentive value, so the applicant is not overpaid.
